healing to the forgiveness of sin. Chapters 8 and 9 of Matthew’s gospel give numerous i
examples of his healing ministry. Jesus cleansed a leper, freeing him from his physical disability, -
but also from social isolation. Jesus cured a Centurion’s servant of his paralysis. He healed

Peter’'s mother-in-law from a fever. He drove out demonic spirits from those who were possessed. He cured the woman who had
been hemorrhaging for 12 years. He restored sight to the blind and speech to the mute.

Matthew 92:35-36 tells us Jesus went all around the towns and villages curing every disease and illness because his heart was
moved with pity for all the hurting people. And after Jesus was gone, his disciples continued his ministry of healing to people who
were hurting (see Acts 5:12-16). As modern day disciples, we must also be in the business of healing. We can’t necessarily cure
with a word or a simple touch like Jesus did, but we can use our modern medical and healthcare advances to heal. And we can
bring compassionate assistance to those in need, whether those needs are physical, emotional, relational, financial, or spiritual.

Earlier this month, a woman reached out to the OSJ office with a request that was
about more than paying a fee — it was about reclaiming a path forward. Over the
years, St. Thomas Cares has walked alongside her and her family, offering assistance
at critical moments so she could continue caring for those who depend on her.
She shared that her current job, paying $16.00 an hour, was simply not enough

to support her family. But she also shared a dream: she had once worked as a hair
stylist and believed that returning to that career could open the door to greater
stability. To take that step, she needed to have her professional license reinstated.
She had tried to save a little from each paycheck, but with everyday expenses
pressing in, it felt out of reach. St. Thomas Cares was able to help by paying the
license fee.

We cannot know exactly where this opportunity will lead, but we do know what it
made possible in that moment: dignity, encouragement and the chance to pursue a
better future. She was excited. She was grateful. And perhaps most importantly, she
left with renewed hope — not only that her circumstances could change, but that
she was not alone in trying to change them.

While national news often speaks broadly about
the economy, St. Vincent de Paul volunteers see firsthand what those challenges
mean for families right here in Naperville. During the month of May, the ministry
received 30 phone calls and was able to provide support to 15 families. In total,
$7,116.68 in assistance was provided, with most of those funds helping families
remain current on apartment rent.
